	Research of intrapreneurship and service franchises since 1982 concludes that there are 2 opposite types of service business – those where HR stands for human remnants and those who want employees to develop life time competences. Great service franchises can be the best apprenticeship networks and are emerging from the most responsible uses of technology to narrow digital divides and lead 2010s as youths most productive decade. .
